ReactJS(Admin Panel)

React.js, commonly referred to as React, is a popular JavaScript library developed by Facebook
for building user interfaces, especially single-page applications. React enables developers to
create reusable Ul components and efficiently update and render the right components when data
changes, making it widely used for dynamic and interactive web applications.

Laravel (Backend API)

Laravel is a powerful PHP framework known for its elegant syntax and developer-friendly tools.
It is used to handle backend operations and APIs for full-stack applications.

You need to setup laravel and mysgl in VVPS server. Here you can find all steps for how to install
laravel and mysql in VPS sever.

This step is mandatory to ensure the application can
connect to your database.

Update the following lines in the .env file with your actual server and database credentials:

APP URL=http://{your server ip}
DB DATABASE={your database name}
DB USERNAME={your database username}
DB PASSWORD={your database password}

Clear Configuration Caches
Before running migrations, clear all cached configurations using the following Artisan commands:

php artisan config:clear
php artisan cache:clear
php artisan route:clear
php artisan view:clear

Once all above command run successfully then run this command::

php artisan optimize

Generate .p8 APNs Authentication Key from Apple Developer Account

() IMPORTANT

A .p8 certificate (also known as an Apple Push Notification Service (APNs) Authentication Key) is required to send push
notifications to iOS devices. This certificate is essential because it allows your server or push notification provider (e.g., Firebase) to

authenticate with Apple’s APNs (Apple Push Notification Service) and securely deliver notifications to iOS apps.

Log in to App Store Connect.

Click Certificates, |dentifiers & Profiles.

Go to Keys = Click the "+" (Create a new key) button..

Enter a key name (e.g., FCM Push Key).

Enable "Apple Push Notifications service (APNs)" and click Continue.
Click Register and Download the .p8 file (It will contain a Key ID).

To begin, it’s essential to verify that your Flutter and Integrated Development Environment (IDE) setup
has been configured accurately

e Execute the command flutter doctor in your terminal. If any issues arise during this process,
make sure to address and resolve them promptly.

e Then open your project. Once the project is open, Android Studio may prompt you to install the
dependencies. If not, you can run the flutter pub get from the terminal in the project directory
to fetch the dependencies.

e After the dependencies are installed, you should be able to run the app.

Change App Icon

1. Generate the App Icon

e Use an Online Tool to Generate your app icon using a reliable icon generation website.

e Download the Generated Icons

e After generating the icons, download the folder containing the assets for both Android and iOS.

First, you have to find out the existing package name. You can find it out from the top of the
android/app/src/main/AndroidManifest.xml file. Now right-click on the project folder from Visual Studio
and click on replace in the path. You will get a popup window with two input boxes. In the first box, you
have to put the existing package name that you saw in the AndroidManifest.xml file previously and write
down your preferred package name in the second box and then click on the Replace All button.



Add Google Map API Key

You need to generate the google API key. Visit this link —
https://developers.google.com/maps/documentation/embed/get-api-key

You need to enable the mentioned APIs: Direction API, Distance Matrix APl, Geocoding API, Maps SDK
for Android, Maps SDK for iOS, Place API.

You have to enable a billing account. Visit this url for activating:
https://support.google.com/googleapi/answer/6158867?hl=en

After generating the APl key, you have to put it in 2 different places for Android, And iOS.

For android: open <project>/android/app/src/main/AndroidManifest.xml and place the value of
com.google.android.geo.API_KEY

android:name="com.google.android.geo.API KEY"android:value="your_project_google_a
pi_key"™ />

For iOS: open <project>/iOS/Runner/AppDelegate.swift and place the value of
GMSServices.provideAPIKey

e /iOS/Runner/AppDelegate.swift

GMSServices.provideAPIKey (“YOUR MAP API KEY HERE")

Build for Android

Run the following command to build the APK.

flutter pub get
flutter build apk

flutter build appbundle

This command will compile your Flutter code and generate the APK file. You can find the APK in the
build/app/outputs/flutter-apk directory inside your project folder.

Build for iOS

There is no general way to generate apps for iOS. Apple doesn’t allow you to install apps like this. If you
want to install it on your iOS device, then you have to deploy it on TestFlight or AppStore. For deploying
it, please follow this documentation: https://docs.flutter.dev/deployment/ios
